while maintaining quality assurance, and temperatures

e Organize the hot and cold food for delivery to other food service areas such as
apartments, outreach programme, day-care, Meals on Wheels, MOW, and special
luncheons on occasion

* Prepare food and trays for outside catering orders

* Test foods to ensure they are cooked to quality

e Substitution on menu when menu items not available

¢ Handle money from visitors, staff, and residents

e Maintain clean work areas, utensils, equipment

* Dispose of spoiled or unattractive food products and supplies

e Wash dishes at pot sink to provide properly sanitized cooking equipment
