The USO Trainee role is part of the team involved in the field-based operations of the region’s drinking water supply
system. The water supply system consists of over 520 km of large diameter water mains, 19 water pump stations, 26
water storage reservoirs, and 5 dams. In this role, you will have the opportunity to gain experience towards your EOCP
Water Distribution certificate; we also offer comprehensive safety and technical training.

e Works in the operation, inspecting and maintaining of water supply system facilities.
e Assists in inspection and maintenance of equipment.

e Assists in performing system facility inspections and cleaning.

o Performs general repairs, housekeeping, painting, etc.

e Performs maintenance tasks including gravel, debris and windfall removal, lake debris management, brush
cutting, bank repairs, etc.

e Operates power tools, mowers, chain saws, jackhammers, and vehicles to fulfill the needs of the position.

e Performs construction duties such as sewer/storm line leak repairs, raising and rebuilding of manholes, water
line connections and road building.
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e Ensures all work carried out adheres to and is in compliance with all WorkSafe and MV safety
policies/procedures. Advises superiors of situations requiring review.
