Under the general direction of the Manager, Transit & Fleet, the Transportation Superintendent 
manages the day-to-day operation of the transit system including on-time performance, customer 
service, hiring, training new drivers in the delivery of transit service, and ensuring safe operations based 
on the Motor Vehicle Act and other applicable legislation and regulations. 

Compensation and Hours of Work 
 

This is an exempt position with a wage rate of $50.26 up to a merit maximum of $63.84 per hour, 
working 35 hours per week, until the return of the incumbent. This position offers 8% vacation pay and 
5% statutory holiday pay (after 30 days of employment). Temporary full-time, exempt employees receive 
an additional $3.05 per hour cash-in-lieu of benefits. All SCRD employees have access to the Employee 
and Family Assistance Program (EFAP) upon hire, for free, confidential counselling services.
