 Undertaking manual traffic and pedestrian counts at intersections including preparing summary reports; 

 Compiling information of various transportation assets such as retaining walls, bridges, streetlights, traffic signals 
etc.; and 

 Performing a variety of inspections and tasks when needed. 
 
Desirable Training and Experience: 

- Excellent written and verbal communication skills; 
- Strong customer service skills; 
- Skilled in the use of Microsoft Outlook, Word, Excel, and PowerPoint;   
- Experience with AutoCAD would be an asset; and,
