They will also be part of a team working to modernize
and streamline the development review process, providing feedback as
required, with the goal of accelerating the delivery of housing in Saanich.

The successful candidate will be familiar with relevant bylaws and policies,
municipal engineering specifications and the MMCD, as well as the relevant
sections of the Local Government Act. They are technically proficient in
municipal engineering, will possess strong project management skills, and
is a great customer service focused communicator.
