e Valid Class 3 or Class 1 Driver's License with air brake endorsement or equivalent for vehicles
with more than two axles (automatic transmission is accepted) and a safe driving record.

e Acurrent BC EMA Licensing Board First Responder License or higher level of EMA License (EMR,
PCP, ACP). We do not accept OFA licensing.

e Fluency in English (written and verbal).

e Physically and psychologically suitable for the position of firefighter. (Meets NFPA 1582)

e Willing to work 24 hour shifts, day shifts, night shifts, weekends and holidays including extra
shifts as required.

e To be available for short term emergency call out to meet business and operational needs,
employees must live within Metro Vancouver or the Fraser Valley Regional District, no further
east than Hope, no further north than Squamish, no further south than the USA border and no
further west than the Metro Vancouver coast line.

e Successful completion of the Surrey Fire Service Basic Firefighting Knowledge Course* or
equivalent**
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* The Surrey Fire Basic Knowledge Course is an online course where students will learn the
knowledge required to be a firefighter. Students who require this qualification will be given
opportunity to sign up for the course following the psychometric assessment review.

** Equivalency for the Basic Knowledge Course is considered to be applicants with NFPA 1001,
Level 1 or Level 2 IFSAC or ProBoard certifications.
