The successful candidates will possess a valid class 5 licence and have experience operating a 1 ton truck 
&utility/flat bed trailer, be able or willing to learn to operate equipment such as a 60hp tractor, ATV’s & 
UTVs, and have a working knowledge of weeds and responsible herbicide and pesticide use. Must be able 
to lift 23 kg. Consideration will be given to candidates who are currently enrolled in agricultural related 
training and to those with a valid pesticide applicator licence or willing to obtain required 
certifications/licences. Employment will commence on or near May 1st and end approximately August 
31st, 2026.
