e Installs and aligns machinery and equipment to specified tolerances.

e Maintains, repairs and overhauls equipment such as diesel/gas engines, electric generating units, high pressure
gas and air compressors, gas and air blowers, large pumps, grinders, grit removal vortexes, conveyors,
barminutors, reduction gears, heat exchangers, hand and pneumatic valves, overhead cranes, turbines, etc.

e Installs, maintains and services valves, meters, and various piping systems throughout the region.

e Installs, maintains and aligns all conveyor systems chains, sprockets, plates, pumps, drives and compressors.

e Services and maintains all internal combustion engines and keeps engine maintenance records.

e Investigates, troubleshoots, and takes remedial action on problems reported by Operators at different sites.

e Maintains records of completed jobs and shares expertise with Operators on serviced equipment.
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e Trains and directs junior Mechanics in maintenance procedures.

e Maintains technical currency related to the trade.

e Assist welders with layout work and provides minor maintenance welding.
e Inventories materials and parts as required for various types of work.

e May act for supervisor as required.

e Works in compliance with all GVRD safety policies, procedures and WCB regulations.
