RESPONSIBILITIES

• Maintains cleanliness and sanitation of concession areas, equipment, and utensils.  
• Prepares, serves, and coordinates food and beverage services in accordance with health and safety standards. 
• Supports catering and special events, including transporting supplies and performing related duties as required.
