Distribution System Operation & Maintenance or an EOCP Level One Certification in Wastewater Collection Systems. Alternatively, 
sufficient hours towards obtaining either certification will be accepted. If you do not have an EOCP certification, you should have at 
least one season of experience in utilities or a related field. You value a strong commitment to safety and customer service excellence, 
along with the ability to identify problem areas and facilitate effective problem resolution. For more details on EOCP Certifications, 
please visit www.eocp.ca. A full privilege Class 5 BC driver’s license (or out of province equivalent) is required. The successful 
incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a clear Police Information Check for offenses related to the position. A baseline 
hearing test is required.
