You have completed Grade 12 and hold a Certified Irrigation Technician Level 1 certification from the Irrigation Association of 
BC. Ideally, you have also completed a course related to the trade. Additionally, you bring at least one year of relevant experience 
to this skilled position. Some supervisory experience is preferred. A Level 1 First Aid certification is also preferred, or you must 
obtain it within six months. Your commitment to safety is essential.  A valid full-privilege Class 5 driver’s license is required (or 
out-of-province equivalent).  The successful candidate must also be able to obtain and maintain a clear Police Information 
Check for offences related to the position.
